Introduction 

Jesus Christ meets the need of everyone—Gentile or Jew, rich or poor, leader or 

follower, ruler or slave.  He bridges the gaps, prejudices, and divisions between 

men.  The one essential for securing His help is faith.  A person must have faith in 

Christ and His power.  The fact is clearly demonstrated in what happened between 

this soldier and Jesus.  Note that Jesus termed this man’s faith “great faith.”

        character of the centurion’s prayer.  It was— 

       1.  ____________________.  “He sent unto Jesus, beseeching Him” (v. 3). 

       2.  HUMBLE.  “I am not worthy,” said he, while the Lord was on the way to 

            his house (v. 6). 

       3.  BELIEVING.  “Say in a word, and my servant shall be healed” (v. 7). 

III.  The Saviour’s Response.  It was— 

       1.  ___________________.  “Then Jesus went with them” (v. 6). 

       2.  ENCOURAGING. “I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel” (v. 9). 

       3.  EFFECTUAL.  “His servant was healed in the selfsame hour”   

            (Matthew 8:13).
